Generously
draped mosquito nets and traditional ceiling fans also feature to ensure comfort at night.

Sanctuary Chief’s Camp surrounds an ebony grove where a comfortable living area with an extensive
wooden deck overlooking the plains has been built. The dining area surrounds a fire pit on the very
edge of the Piajio plains so that guests can continue their game viewing even when they are enjoying
the finest cuisine and wines for which Sanctuary Chief’s Camp is justly famous.

In addition to great game viewing experiences, guests are also able to indulge in invigorating treatments
at the Sanctuary Chief’s Camp treatment room, a must after a long day in the African bush.
